This 2007 Shiraz Cabernet displays a deep rich purpley red colour. 

 

It is a mouth filling wine with strong Shiraz fruit and pepper 

characters which are founded out by the addition of the Cabernet 

Sauvignon to produce a robust yet elegant wine. 

 

The palate is well balanced and has a long finish which lingers in the 

mouth. 
 

 

Wine Making: 
 

These top quality low yielding fully ripened grapes were hand 

picked and then fermented and hand plunged in open vats before 

being matured in American oak barrels.

The cellaring potential of this wine is 6 – 8 years if stored in good 

conditions.
