Tasting Notes:

The “Catharina” is our flagship wine.

The 2002 Catharina Shiraz displays a big deep dense red
colour. It has complex bouquet of coffee and vanillin from oak,
balanced by sweet raspberry fruits, with underlying white
pepper tones.

On the palate, this wine is strong and powerful with rich
upfront fruits balanced by light oak tannins. It has a great
fleshy structure with length to match.

Wine Making:

These top quality low yielding fully ripened grapes were hand
picked and then fermented and hand plunged in open vats
before being matured in American oak barrels.

Cellaring:

This wine is maturing elegantly and will continue to cellar well
for the next 4-6 years.

Food Suggestions:

Whilst this wine is a great accompaniment for rich meat dishes,
as it develops more bottle age complexity, it is also becoming
an excellent partner for a great cheese platter.
